After a six-month wait, the
albacore slot on our Big Fish
List is finally filled.

But it took a 24-hour- long
fishing trip to do it.

Jeff Heintz, skipper of the
Linda Sue 111, says he is now
promoting his round-the-
clock fishing adventures, “even
though I'm 66 and getting
tired easier.”

After the success of an all-
day, all-nighter on July 2-3,
promoting will be a bit easier.

With the Cripps party of
Torrance, Calif, aboard, Jeff
pulled out of his slip at 4 a.m.
to head south for the dawn ono

Kevin pulled in what would
be their last catch of the night,
the 66-pound albacore that
now leads the list for 2007.

(The fish was weighed sever-
al times with weights ranging
from 65 to 66 pounds. We'll go
with the 66 from the official
scale at Kona Fish.)
